The Norfolk Christian League started in the late 1970s, when a small group of churches decided to organise regular competitive football.

Over the years, the league has expanded to include adult teams attracting around 200 players each season and youth leagues from Under 10s to Under 16s attracting over 300 players each season.

The league is currently run by a Management Committee, comprising of members from local churches who seek to link the Church to the community through football.   The league is underpinned by regular prayer, following the FA guidance on RESPECT and strong Christian principles.  We recognise that many club officials, players and family members may not share in the Christian faith, but seek to link them to local churches to show Christian support.

 Guidance for supporting churches
Thank you for considering supporting a club in the Norfolk Christian Football League.  There are many ways that the church could support a club, but we believe the minimum requirement should be:-

· For a church leader (or trusted church member) to make regular contact with the management of the team(s), to ensure that Christian principles are being maintained and to continue the link with the church
